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A. Perform Initial Treatment / Universal Patient Care Protocol and follow the proper 
protocol for medical management based on clinical presentation. 
 

B. Presentation: 
 
1. Gastrointestinal symptoms 

 
2. Respiratory infection 

 
3. Heat-related illness 

 
4. Diabetes 

 
5. Cardiac-related signs and symptoms 

 
C. Place patient in position of comfort. 

 
D. Assess and treat for shock, if indicated. 

 
E. Administer 20 ml/kg fluid bolus, as needed. 

 
F. Cardiac monitor (12 lead EKG as indicated.) 

 
G. Administer Ondansetron Hydrochloride (Zofran®) 4 mg ODT Tablet PO dissolved 

in mouth or 4 mg undiluted IVP over four (4) minutes or IM. 
 
H. Administration of Ondansetron Hydrochloride (Zofran®) is contraindicated in pre-

existing prolonged QT interval. 
 
I. The administration of Ondansetron Hydrochloride (Zofran®) is  

contraindicated in the first trimester of pregnancy and requires MCP Order.
